・Students who commute to university using public transportation can resume 
their research activities (However, adopting staggered hours of commuting to 
university is recommended. Also, taking studentsʼ concerns as top priority and 
conducting research activities at home should be allowed).  
・For laboratories which meet the three conditions (3Cs) that facilitate the 
transmission of infectious disease (closed spaces, crowds, and close contact), 
efforts to reduce the number of attendees by adopting staggered hours of 
commuting to university, etc. is required. 
・Students are required to complete the【Survey on Resuming Research 
Activities】to resume their research activities.

・In principle, lectures are held online. Some lectures with the number of 
students in a classroom equivalent to or less than 50% of the full quota of an 
examination can be resumed offline while taking utmost precaution for the 
infection spread. However, consideration for students who cannot attend 
university is also required. 

・Practice-, exercise-, and experiment activities can be resumed while taking 
utmost precaution for infection spread. However, consideration for students 
who cannot attend university is also required. 

・Based on the decisions of professors, graduate school lectures/seminars 
with a relatively small-number of students (approximately less than 20 
students), face-to-face lectures can be resumed while taking utmost 
precaution for infection spread. However, consideration for students who 
cannot attend university is also required. 

・Periodical examinations can be conducted in a classroom with restriction 
measures in place. However, consideration for students who cannot attend 
university is also required. 

・Required to wear masks 

・Following the policies of the University  ・A floor with poor ventilation (2F of the Reading room) is closed. 
・Learning Commons spaces (3F of the North building, “Open group work area” 
and 1F “Group Study rooms”) are not available for group study. Only available for 
individual study. Conversation is prohibited.  

・Use of the facilities for lectures, etc. is determined on a case-by-case basis 
while taking utmost precaution for infection spread. 
 
・Access restriction to shelves is eased depending on the situation step-by-step. 
 
・Users not affiliated with TUAT cannot enter the library. 
・To users who cannot come to the library since they are not living in the Great 
Tokyo area, materials* are sent by post to their house. 
*Borrowed books, photocopies of books and journals, print-outs of e-journals 
under contract with TUAT, requested document photocopies from other libraries 
(at the usersʼ affiliated laboratory expense)
